Completed application form.

A one-page, double-spaced essay reflecting on how your Christian faith has empowered and
shaped your personal growth, experiences, and achievements during your high school years.
Two letters of recommendation from individuals who have witnessed your personal growth,
character, and experiences throughout your life’s journey.

Proof of college acceptance and enrollment.

GPA verification through official transcript or school counselor documentation.

Award Amount: The Walter Turner Scholarship provides an award of $3,000 to the selected recipient.

Selection Process: Applications will be reviewed by a scholarship committee. Selections will be based
on the applicant's essay, recommendations, and academic achievements.
